17-year old throws Easter party 
inviting 40 friends
Sends invitation via MySpace
“Let’s all trash the average, 
family-sized house disco party”
200+ “guests” - drinking, drugs
$50,000 worth of damage to 
home

What’s really happening on-line

1 in 7 people sexually solicited or approached 
on Internet
70% of them are girls
34% provide name, address, school info
Nearly half providing age or birthday
1 in 5 posting personal photos

Who’s looking?

As of July 2007, MySpace.com has found more 
than 29,000 registered sex offenders – four 
times the original estimate

Criminal incidents have doubled in first six 
months of 2007 compared to 2006

Parents vs. Predators

In February 2007, U.S. 
District Judge in Texas 
dismissed case against 
MySpace.com for 
negligence, fraud and 
misrepresentation.
13 year old girl claimed 
she was 18 and later 
sexually assaulted by 
man she met on 
MySpace.



Parents vs. Predators

U.S. District Judge Sam 
Sparks wrote:

“If anyone had a duty to 
protect Julie Doe, it was 
her parents, not 
MySpace.”



Danger signs:

Your child spends large amounts of time on-line, 
especially at night

On-line after school (3:30 p.m. – 6 p.m.) before parents return 
from work
Prior to bedtime (8:30 p.m. – 9:30 p.m.)
Any time child is alone without parental supervision

You find pornography on your child’s computer
Your child –

Receives phone calls from men you don’t know 
Makes calls to numbers you don’t recognize
Gets mail from email addresses you don’t recognize
Visits questionable websites

Your child receives gifts, mail, or packages from 
strangers



Danger Signs:

Your child turns the computer monitor off 
quickly or changes the screen 
Your child becomes withdrawn from the 
family
Your child is using an online account, 
belonging to someone else

Review for personal information

Teach them how to use the privacy 
settings

Go through their list of friends



Your child’s on-line profile

Go to www.myspace.com

Look at “FAQ’s” at the bottom of the page

Click on “sign up” and set up your own profile

Report violations of age restrictions directly to 
the website



On-line chat shortcuts

A/S/L – Age, sex, location
BF – Boyfriend
LMIRL – Let’s meet in real life
OLL – On-line love
POS – Parent over shoulder
WTGP – Want to go private?
HDOP – Help delete on-line predators
